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This study has revealed that (1) the current system of the Board of Oversight and Review of Specially
Designated Secrets in Japan's Diet is still inadequate compared to similar systems in the U.S., U.K., and
other countries, and (2) the system can be positively evaluated as a preparation for the future
establishment of a "parliamentary body for the democratic control of the IC. It is necessary to continue
this research to achieve the initial goal of this study, which was to "clarify the future specifics of the

democratic oversight system for Japan's security agencies.
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
